Walking Tracks 
There are several walking tracks close to our property. The Department of 

Conservation maintains the Rakaia Gorge Walkway which passes over our 

property and includes the former Snowdon coal mines in its route. 

A short drive away is the Washpen Falls walk. This walk over private land ($10 entry 

charge) features the glorious Washpen Falls. Please note that you should take 

strong footwear and allow for changeable weather conditions (even when the 

forecast is great). 

During warmer months there is the possibility of wasp's being active near the walks 

and you are encouraged to take repellents with you. 

Fishing 
The Rakaia River at the base of our plateau is famous for its salmon, sea run trout 

and resident brown trout in its upper reaches. Fishing season is October until April.
